From the time human beings discovered the benefit of secluded places to think without interference, they have sought the answers to these questions.

Leonardo da Vinci retreated to a cave and was able to see things he later painted or sketched that have only been created in this century.

The Prophet Mohammed also found the ultimate answers in a cave retreat and recorded it in the Koran.

Jesus found his answers in the desert where he faced his own fears and temptations in preparation for his ministry.

Buddha sat underneath the Bodhi tree, withdrawing from the hustle and bustle around him and went within.
These men were exceptional. They were looking for answers and found them from their search within. Today, searchers often begin to look for answers outside of themselves.

They go to India to live and study with gurus in Ashrams.

They go to Mexico, Peru and Colorado to have the Ayahuasca experience with a Shaman. Some go to retreats and others join cults that promise Ascended Masters will come to them bringing enlightenment.

There are those who have turned to the philosophy departments of major universities. Philosophy is the study of proper behavior and the search for wisdom. Philosophy is about asking the questions mentioned above and seeking answers to
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them. Mostly, this path leads to academic careers or even to the many seminaries of orthodox Christian denominations.

Without going to caves, ashrams or spiritual retreats, one can achieve Self-realization and enlightenment in a 13 step self-verifiable program taught at the Institute of Applied Metaphysics. 

For most Christians, enlightenment or self-realization is secondary to salvation and the atonement concept as stated in the Apostolic Creed. Emperor Constantine called the council of bishops he supported. He insisted upon the writing of this creed at the Nicene Council before he would let them go home. His objective was to put spirit in concrete for his own political reasons. There it has remained for Christians since 325 AD.

Many have found the doctrines of their religions inadequate. They have left their churches and even their religions to look for this seemingly elusive enlightenment.

Part of the problem is in defining what enlightenment is, and the other part is in expectation of a miraculous revelation.

Many have turned to books of writers like Deepak Chopra, Dr. Dwayne Dyer and Eckhart Tolle. Although much can be learned from these writers we have to know what to look for. When we know what to look for we can relate to the Universal Laws.

There are some who have recognized that there are universal principles that can be found within the holy books of their religion. Unfortunately, these scriptures are often covered with a web of doctrinal interpretations. 

Jesus said, in Luke 17:24  “Don’t look over here and over there for the Kingdom. He said the Kingdom is within you. What is the Kingdom? The Institute teaches that this is awareness of the Universal Laws and this awareness is gained from identifying and verifying them in our life experiences.

At the Institute of Applied Metaphysics, emphasis is placed on the process of identification and verification of these Laws as well as the importance of 
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understanding the connection of these Laws to each other. This is often missed by writers who are caught up in their recognition of one or a few of the Universal Laws.  There have been writers who have discovered and understood one of the Universal Laws without understanding the Universal Laws in total. One such case is where the Universal Law of Attraction, one of the 13 Universal Laws, becomes a stand-alone concept. That is like giving someone a 13 piece puzzle and holding back 12 pieces.

Metaphysics is literally the Process of Creation and graduates of the Institute of Applied Metaphysics are creators.
The dictionary definitions of metaphysics call it “abstract theory”, which it is not. Students are often led to believe that metaphysics is “speculative philosophy” or some type of “philosophical construct”. It is neither of these.

One partially correct definition is, “Metaphysics is concerned with the fundamental nature of things and the nature of being,” 

Metaphysics should not be in the philosophy departments of universities as they are two separate disciplines. Metaphysics is about how things come into existence. All physical creations have to exist in mind first. Without mind there can be no physical form. Look around where you are sitting. Everything you see had to exist in someone’s mind before it could possibly exist physically. As Deepak Chopra says, “Everything is the process of the unmanifested becoming manifested.” 

Aristotle is considered the father of modern physics, but he maintained there was something that came before physics. He wrote a book he called The First Philosophy. The Romans who took his writings to Rome and filed them in their libraries did not know what to make of this book. They filed it after his books on physics and called it “Metaphysica”. 

Aristotle was writing about the fact that there are universal principles (Universal Laws) upon which all creation is based. It follows that without thought, there can be no form.  Everything is the process of thought transforming into physical reality.
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Philosopher Andrew Haas writes, “It begins with Aristotle’s notion of protophilosophy – our first philosophy, which is understood for the most as the study of first principles or universals.” 
James Allen, in his book, As a Man Thinketh, clearly explains the process of metaphysics. He writes,

“Mind is the Master power that moulds and makes,
And Man is Mind, and evermore he takes
The tool of Thought, and, shaping what he wills,
Brings forth a thousand joys, a thousand ills: — 
He thinks in secret, and it comes to pass:
Environment is but his looking-glass.”

Metaphysics is the mechanism for creation, yet we are searching “out there” for some unfathomable something.  If we are looking for the miraculous event without the process of drawing understanding from within ourselves, we are ignoring our pure potentiality.

You can search for the miraculous event or begin the process of enlightenment.

For most people this search for enlightenment is commenced in the hope of a religious or spiritual experience. It is hoped that enlightenment will come down from somewhere and infuse their consciousness. Possibly a guru or holy man will lay hands on them bestowing enlightenment. The problem with all this is that they are looking for enlightenment outside of themselves. It is the hope of a religious or spiritual experience that drives their effort.

There is a good example of this in 2nd Kings 5: 1-17 of the Hebrew texts. The King of Aram’s trusted Captain had leprosy. He sent a message to the King of Israel noting that the God of Israel was powerful and asking him to heal Naaman.

The King of Israel tore his clothes in desperation but Elisha the prophet said, “Send him to me.”
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When Naaman came to his home, Elisha did not even bother to come out and meet him. He sent a message telling Naaman to go and dip 7 times in the River Jordan.  Naaman was upset and went away saying that the Abana and Phorpar rivers of Damascus were as powerful as the River Jordan.

His servant asked him, “If the prophet told you to do some great thing, you would do it, isn’t that right?” Naaman dipped in the River Jordan as he had been instructed and was healed.

What was Naaman’s problem?  He said, “I thought he would come out and wave his hands in the air and call on his god.”  Here we have the gist of the problem – expectation of the miraculous. He was looking for a big event as are those who go in search of enlightenment in strange and exotic ways and places. All of these ideas are predicated on an external event.

Jesus’ teachings, Buddha’s teachings, Lao Tzu’s teachings and the Vedic texts are explicit about the power being within us.  To access this power we are required to go within ourselves.

You can approach enlightenment with great expectation only if you are prepared.
Before we go on a search for enlightenment, note the insight of E.F. Schumacher in his book, A Guide for the Perplexed. He explains the problem.  He called it the “law of Adequatio”.  The point he makes is that we have to be adequate to the task of taking in this knowledge. You can pour a 5 gallon drum of water into a quart jar, but all that will be retained is a quart of water.

Our capability to take in this knowledge depends upon our ability to expand our capacity to receive. Expanding our capacity to receive is a simple process, and its simplicity is comparable to dipping 7 times in the River Jordan.

This process involves identifying and verifying each of the Universal Laws in our own life experiences. The reason is that the recognition of the Universal Laws in our personal experiences establishes a knowing unencumbered by any doctrine or religious dogma. It is experiential!
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We have come to equate simplicity with something incomplete or unsubstantial. We expect enlightenment to be complex and miraculous and delivered like lightning to our inner being.
Jesus’ teaching ministry consisted of simple little stories explaining universal principles in a way the people could relate to and understand. Why would he do that? It is because their enlightenment was within them and they could use his stories to find it.

Take the simple approach. Begin by identifying and verifying the Universal Laws in your life experiences.

The Universal Laws were taught by all the Great Masters and are available to you at the Institute in a simple process.
There are 13 Universal Laws taught by Jesus, Buddha and Lao Tzu. In fact, anyone who can be referred to as a Master has taught the Universal Laws. 

You can personally identify and verify these Laws (Principles) in your own life experiences without ministers, teachers, masters or gurus.

The Institute of Applied Metaphysics is so named because only verification of your personal experiences allow a knowing free of fuzzy belief systems. 

You can identify and verify each Universal Law in your own life experiences, which is an introspective study of life events and how they relate to the universal principles. 

Your personal experience in relation to the Universal Laws creates a knowing that cannot be compromised by belief systems, claims or rituals. There is no substitute for your personal experience. When you have lived a universal principle and recognize it, you KNOW.

This process is the basis of the Institute of Applied Metaphysics’ first level of study, the Universal Law Society. This is a process of conscious recognition of the Universal Laws in our lives.  It is the platform from which an individual may rise to higher levels of enlightenment.
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The Institute of Applied Metaphysics developed a unique and effective process that emphasizes self-verification of the Universal Laws?

This story begins with a young missionary in South Viet Nam during the war. In 1966, he and his wife were part of a Christian missionary program involving approximately 30 young people. Each had agreed to learn one of the local languages, which included Vietnamese, Chinese and Montagnard, the language of the indigenous people of Viet Nam.

He studied Chinese at the Saigon School of Living Languages, part of the University of Saigon. Initially, his purpose was to fulfill the language commitment, but soon the most important thing was to establish rapport with his fellow students.

He began reading books on Chinese culture like Water Margin, the Analects of Confucius and the Tao Teh Ching by Lao Tzu. To his amazement, he began to discover statements of principle that sounded very similar to what Jesus had said in the parables. Jesus taught the Universal Laws in the day to day experiences the people could relate to.

While cultures are very different and belief systems vary, the principles or Laws, remain the same. The young man continued his study of the Universal Laws but it was very disconcerting for him. Being raised as a preacher’s son in a fundamentalist Christian denomination, finding parallel statements of principle by Asian Masters was not easy to accept.

When one has been taught that in his religion there are unique teachings not found in other religions, it was obviously disturbing to find them everywhere. He did not question the Universal Laws because he could verify them in his own life experiences.

He began to recognize the extent of what he was learning. It would be a life time study. The Universal Laws are infinite because these principles are aspects of the Infinite. 

He began to categorize these principles into what he called Universal Laws. At various stages he thought he had added all of them into the matrix he was creating but finally determined there are 13. He said he could determine this because each 
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one of the 13 is connected to the other 12. When a principle did not connect with all 13 it proved to be only an aspect of one of the Laws. 

As his studies continued overseas, he was able to learn about various religions up close and personal. He was 14 years in the Far East, 3 years in the Middle East, 2 years in Cyprus and 2 years in Europe.

This experience and study resulted in the writing of 32 books, workbooks and manuals. They are called The Renford Books and are the primary texts used in the Institute of Applied Metaphysics.  .

At the Institute of Applied Metaphysics you can achieve a basic level of enlightenment with a self-verifiable system that will prepare you like no other course or study program.
Why is this process of identification and verification so important? The answer is that there is no other way to know! Belief in a teacher, professor, or a trusted friend is still just that – a belief. It is not the knowing we have when a principle is verified in our life experiences. This is a “conscious awareness”.  In an advanced state, it becomes intuitive in nature. 

Where are these Universal Laws that we must identify and verify?

Jesus revealed them in his parables.

Buddha revealed them in the Dhampravada. 

Lao Tzu revealed them in the Tao Teh Ching.

More recently, Aldous Huxley revealed them in The Perennial Philosophy, Thomas Troward revealed them in The Hidden Power, Charles Haanel revealed them in The Master Key and Dr. David Hawkins revealed them in his series of books including Power Vs. Force.
The essence of these revelations of the Universal Laws can be found in the texts of the Institute of Applied Metaphysics. Most of the texts used in the first level are called the Renford Books, and specifically illustrate and explain the Universal

You can only depend on yourself to identify and verify the Universal Laws.  The clergy of the world’s religions have no mandate to help you identify and verify the Universal Laws. They are trained to defend their doctrines. 

The Institute of Applied Metaphysics facilitates your process. It does not pretend to deliver enlightenment.

Only you know your life experiences, and only you can delve into those sometimes painful experiences to determine which universal principle is in play. When you recognize the principle in your experience, you know.

This is something that cannot be done for you. There are no short cuts. 
The typical response by Christian ministers to the Universal Laws and enlightenment is that the story of Jesus, his death, burial and resurrection are the important factors.  In other words, for them this “doctrine of atonement” is more important than the teachings of Jesus!

In Matthew 13: 34-35, Jesus said, “I came to reveal the secrets that have lain hidden from the foundations of the earth.” 
At the Institute of Applied Metaphysics, this statement and his parables are considered the most important factors.

Jesus’s apostles asked him why he taught in parables and he answered, “To you I have revealed the mysteries.”  He said, “This people’s heart is waxed gross and their ears are dull of hearing and their eyes are closed.” In other words, he had to explain these principles to the people in a way they could relate to them.

When being interrogated by Pilate, Jesus refused to answer his questions but did say, “I came to reveal the truths.”
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Secrets, mysteries, truths are all what the Institute refers to as the Universal Laws. (Principles)  Where are they in his teachings? The scriptures say that he spoke to them in parables and without parables spoke He not. It follows that the Universal Laws are in the parables.

One of the texts used in the first level of study is The Revealer, a study of which Universal Law was being taught by Jesus in each parable.
